Located on the Northside in Chicago’s Ravenswood/Roscoe Village neighborhood, the Cornelia Arts Building serves as a unique preserve of affordable artists spaces within an industrial corridor. In that past several years, Chicago neighborhoods have seen redevelopment that favors commercial and residential spaces and increasing rent.

About the Cornelia Arts Building:

Built in 1910 as an ice blockhouse manufacturing company, the building has also housed  a clay factory, a manufacturer of airplane parts, and was a pipe bending operation before it was converted to artist loft spaces in 1986. Since then it has provided space for working artists from Chicago, across the US, and abroad to develop their work. 
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
